In keeping with its traditional focus the 
University began creating a conventional qualification pathway 
but also recognised the importance of prior experience and the 
international status of the CILT UK Professional Diploma so joined 
with The Logistics Training Group in offering the programme as 
alternate route to its Masters degree. This culminated in the 
establishment in 2008 of a dedicated Masters of Logistics and 
Supply Chain Management Degree.

ENROLMENT

The course is run on a two semester system. Semester one begins 
in February and Semester two in August. However as the course 
is largely self paced students are able to begin the course during 
the semester and then fit in with the block courses.

BLOCK COURSES
Block courses are currently run twice each semester with 
a duration of 1-2 days per block course. They are located 
according to requirements. 

COURSE FEES

The cost per module is $1485 inc GST. In addition, students are 
required to become members of the UK or local Chartered 
Institute of Logistics & Transport (i.e. CILT (UK), (AU) (NZ) (FJ) etc)

An assessment fee is also payable by the student upon submission 
of assignments to the UK for marking.

WHO SHOULD STUDY THE DIPLOMA?
Front line, middle, and senior managers with functional responsibility for 
logistics and supply chain management activities. Graduates entering 
the logistics profession and individuals involved in contributing to 
logistics strategy, establishing activity plans and reviewing operational 
activities.

METHOD OF STUDY
A combination of self-paced learning, electronically submitted 
assignments, and face-to-face teaching (via block courses which are 
advised though not compulsory) means that students can study part 
time while they are working, even from offshore locations e.g. military 
postings. 

Assessments will include regular assignments, a business 
plan development and preparation of reports, all submitted 
electronically.
